EXPLANATORY NOTE

To question «About the termination of participation of OJSC ‘Uralsvyazinform’ 

in Association of Networks Operators (CDMA)»

The Association of Networks Operators (CDMA) (further - Association) was created in 1998 for the purpose of maximizing development with CDMA through consolidating operators’ decisions on networks creation and maintenance, and consolidating the opinions of the Russian and foreign legal bodies which are engaged in elaboration, manufacturing, equipment delivery, scientific and technical support and the organization of CDMA networks. 

Geographically Association is concerned with all-Russian associations. As of January 01, 2009 there were 15 operators of CDMA which participated in Association. The largest participant is OJSC "Uralsvyazinform".

OJSC "Svyazinform" entered Association in 1998, OJSC “Tyumentelekom” – in 1999, which were later merged into OJSC “Uralsvyazinform”. The company confirmed its participation in the Association’s activity as an assignee of OJSC “Svyazinform” and OJSC “Tyumentelekom”.   

OJSC "Uralsvyazinform" actively participated in meetings held by Association for decisions optimization of the Russian operators while introducing CDMA. Participation in Association played a significant role in creation and development of the cellular communication in the Chelyabinsk and Tyumen areas.

OJSC "Uralsvyazinform" uses the system of mobile radio telephone communication of CDMA-800 standard in the Chelyabinsk and Tyumen Divisions only. Standard CDMA-450 is used in the Perm Division.

At the same time OJSC "Uralsvyazinform" is the participant of International GSM-Association owing to the main standard of cellular communication the company operates. 
Considering, that

1. In 2000 the State Commission on Radio Frequencies issued the decision concerning communication networks in which communication operators of AMPS/DAMPS and CDMA, according to which it is necessary to withdraw from a range of 800 MHz for the development of digital TV by 2010;

2. Development of standard CDMA in a range of 450 MHz is not included into the activity of Association;

3. OJSC "Uralsvyazinform" is the participant of International GSM-Association; 

4. Membership in Association does not provide additional notable advantages on the Russian telecommunication market;

5. Participation in Association demands essential expenditures (the annual payment is RUR 120 thousand)
It is appropriate to terminate the participation of OJSC "Uralsvyazinform" in The Association of Networks Operators (CDMA). 
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
